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Arts Street to Produce Connections to Science at STEMapalooza

DENVER – To see a practically free training program in technology walk to Arts Street in the neighborhood of WaveLINKS, connecting science to arts, at STEMapalooza Oct. 24-25 at the Colorado Convention Center. STEMapalooza will celebrate careers and programs in Science, Technology, Engineering and Math for youth from Kindergarten to Grade 20.

Arts Street is a hands-on education program that trains youth for money-earning jobs in the arts. One program Arts Street offers is Visual Informatics, a training program in web design, GIS mapping and video production funded by a U.S. Department of Labor WIRED grant, through the Metro Denver Economic Corporation.
Arts Street is exhibiting in the WaveLINKS section at STEMapalooza to show students how arts careers can intersect Science, Technology, Engineering and Math careers, and will set up two participatory experiences.

One will be to experience the 1-Minute-Movie-Machine, where kids can make a short movie and see it uploaded to YouTube while they wait. Students of Arts Street’s Visual Informatics program will set up a mini video production studio at STEMapalooza for kids who want to tell a story. They will invite kids to write a script, edit the script, and then act it out on the mini-set, while the Arts Street students video tape, edit and upload it. These students will also be collecting footage throughout the STEMapalooza to create a documentary video of the event. 

Secondly, the Visual Informatics students of Arts Street will show off what they’ve learned about GIS, geographic information systems, by creating maps of interest to those visiting the STEMapalooza. “These kids might want to see a map of all the skate parks in the city,” said Arts Street director Stella Yu, “and these students have learned to produce that”.
How to get relevant information across visually and effectively is what Visual Informatics is all about. Arts Street pictures the arts opening door to careers, students becoming contributors to the economy, and community.

STEMapalooza is free and open to the public and will feature exhibitors from Colorado that support Science, Technology, Engineering and Math programs for students and educators, as well as exhibits from those who may employ students in the future in STEM related careers.
